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ROLE OF THE APPITA EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE

Executive Committee Commitment
Appita requires a working Executive Committee, which strives to support the industries in which Appita
serves while ensuring prudent financial management to maintain the solvency of the Association.

The role of the Executive Committee is to determine the work of the Association, to oversee the various
activities organised and carried out by the Association, in accordance with Association Incorporation Act,
Association statement of purpose, rules and bylaws.

Statement of Purpose
The purposes for which Appita was established are:

e To advance and promote innovation and manufacturing best practices across the pulp, paper and
bioproducts industry.

e To lead the development and transfer of technical information and best practice fundamentals to the
industry.

e To develop and support programs to encourage the growth of a diverse, well-prepared pool of
industry professionals.

e To build strong relationships with industry stakeholders across the value chain.

e To facilitate the interchange of information across the industry value chain through effective
networking.

e To facilitate the sustainable development and value creation of the industry.

In pursuance of these aims the Executive Committee meets a minimum of three times a year for official
Executive Committee meetings. Executive Committee members are also actively involved in Working
Groups set up by the Association (attending meetings etc), organising conferences and workshops, drafting
materials, and commenting on various aspects of the Association’s work.

Skills and attributes

It’s vital that Appita has and continues to have an effective Executive Committee, whose members have a
broad and wide-ranging knowledge of the pulp, paper, packaging and bioproducts sector, and can
demonstrate leadership, integrity, and interpersonal and communication skills, passion for the Association,
and business acumen. Technical knowledge is preferred but not essential.

Nominees should have an awareness of the issues facing the sector and be willing to actively participate in
contributing to the Association’s operation and its annual program of activities and reports.

The Executive Committee must represent a broad base of organisations and institutions within the sector. A
thorough geographical spread is also required along with a good mix of gender.

The Executive Committee will co-opt further members who are representatives or Full Members of the
Company and Sustaining Members. These will serve until the conclusion of the next AGM provided that the
number of co-opted members shall not exceed one-third of the total membership of the Committee. Co-
opted members have the right to vote.
